A total of 2000 patients who were hospitalized in the Cenxi Maternal and Child Health Hospital
from October 2020 to October 2021 were selected and divided into two groups according to the random number table method. Among

them, 1000 patients in the control group were included in routine nursing, and 1000 patients in the observation group were included in
nursing management. The incidence of nosocomial infection and nursing satisfaction in the two groups were compared. Results One
patient in the observation group developed nosocomial infection, accounting for 0.1%, and 4 patients in the control group developed
nosocomial infection, accounting for 0.4%. Compared the total nursing satisfaction of patients in the two groups, the observation group
was significantly higher than the control group, with a statistical difference ( P<<0.05 ). Conclusion Strengthening hospital nursing
management can help to improve the prevention and control effect of nosocomial infection, and the patient satisfaction is high, which
is worthy of promotion.
